Craig sentenced in
husband’s slaying

Friends gasped Friday as the
judge sent Teresa Pohchoo Cradg
o Jil for elghl vears for stabbing
her sleeping husband to death
with & bteher knife,

“We lowve vou Teresa,” a crving
woman said as the 51-vear-old was
Jesd oot of an Ottawa courtroorn.

Friends had hoped Cralg, who
a Jury found puilty of mansiaogh-
ter in the March 2006 killing of her
husband, Jack Craig, would be
sentenced to about two vears.

Defence Iawyer Richard Morris
hane] s thist Cradg was driven
to KAl by wears of emoticnal abuse
af the hands ofa domineering and
controlling man who physieally
nbused the couple’sson.

Judge Bobert Maranger sald he
il compassion for Teresa Cralg,
for what she endiired living witha
“mean, disrespectiul™ man ke
Jack Craig, but felt an cight-year
penitentiary term would help to
deter others from similarerimes,

“This was a eruwel and mon-
strous act committed by a funda-
mentally decent human being,”
Maranger sakd.

Paramedics found Jack Craig in
the Kemptyille mobile home
where be lived with his wile and
som, critically injured with stab
woninids i his chest, after 811 call
{rom a peighbolrs home, She
later made a videotaped confes-
sion topolice,

The Craigs had bean marriad 14
vears after moeting throuigh a pemn-
pal servies.

Teresa lived in Malaysin and
came to Canada o marry him.

Like most major citles, includ-

Ing Ottawa, St Catharines” pro-
posed anti-grafiti bylaw is ex-
pected to put the anus on property
owners o get rid of or cover up
vandallsm, buf with a caich: The
city will help cover the costs.,

I passad, the bylaw will provide
refunds of hall the cosi of each in-
cident to a maximum of $300 per
removal bill, with each property
owner in line to get back up o 3900
per vear. Mayor Brinn Mehiullan
told Sun Media the purposeof the

bylaw 12 not to eause residents
any undue Mnancial hardship but
to combat the problem,

“It is not our Intention bo harm
anyone or push businesses out of
St. Catharines,” he said. “But at
the sarme time, it is a blight onoor
city and it is the responsibility of
everyons o remove graflit. "
