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����� Police are investigat-
ing a strawberry robbery
after a vendor was assault-
ed and robbed yesterday
afternoon. 

Police said that at 3
p.m., three teenage males
approached a strawberry
vendor at the Giant Tiger
parking lot in Manotick. 

The vendor was pushed
and robbed of his fanny
pack, which contained
proceeds from the day’s
sales, and his cellphone. 

The suspects fled the
area on foot. There were
no injuries.

Police are now seeking
three teenagers, around 16
or 17 years old.
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���������	 Police are in-
vestigating after a teenag-
er said she was grabbed
near a Westboro
Transitway station late Sat-
urday night.

Police said that at 11
p.m. on Saturday, a 17-
year-old female was leav-
ing the OC
Transpo
Transitway
station at
Scott Street
and
Athlone
Avenue
when an
unknown
male
grabbed
her.

Police said the female
was knocked to the
ground and inappropriate-
ly touched. The man
stopped when the teen
fought back. 

The suspect left walking
southbound across the
Transitway. The female
fled toward Van Lang Pri-
vate, where she screamed
for assistance and police
were called.

Police are seeking a
white male, 20-25 years
old, weighing 165-175
pounds, with a very fair
complexion and no appar-
ent facial hair. He has blue
eyes and short, naturally
blond hair. He was wearing
a light royal blue T-shirt
with possibly an
embroidered yellow or
white logo on the front and
baggy pants, possibly jeans.
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Like hundreds of
homeowners in the city�s
west end, Jeff and Cathy
Flanagan spent most of the
weekend cleaning up after
Friday�s downpour.

The Flanagans had
around two feet of water in
their basement after the
cap on the backup flow
pipe burst open releasing a
“geyser” that quickly
turned the room into a wad-
ing pool.

Over the weekend, the
city received 275 calls for
water in basements, accord-
ing to Michel Chevalier, the
city’s manager of waste-

water and drainage opera-
tions.

“We strongly encourage
people to call us when they
have water in the basement.
We need to know who was
affected by the flood,” said
Chevalier. “If we have one
house with a sewer backup,
it means one thing. If we

have 20, it means some-
thing else. We need to know
what the situation is so we
can prevent it.”

Acting Mayor Doug
Thompson said city staff are
monitoring the situation.

“It’s unprecedented, the
amount of rain that we’ve
had. I feel that city staff are
a bit puzzled why this has
happened. Obviously there
is a problem out there,” he
said. “We’re going to be re-
viewing that to see what
can be done to prevent it in
the future.”

Chevalier said Glen
Cairn, Stittsville and Castle
Frank, were the most affect-
ed areas. Many houses on
Landswood Way reported a
couple inches of flooding,

but few were as badly flood-
ed as the Flanagans’.

Jeff said he still doesn’t
understand why his house
got so much water while
his neighbors had a couple
of inches or none at all.

“We got the brunt of it,”
he said. “The hardest thing
is the kids are losing all
their stuff. They don’t un-
derstand that it’s eventually
going to get replaced,”

On Black Bear Way, Jason
Puncher said a house from
every homebuilder in the
area had some flooding.

“It was just carpet dam-
age, but it leaked into the
drywall,” he said. “We’re
going to have to rip out two
feet of wall for half the
basement.”
